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The Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) is prepared and approved annually by the Executive Council
to set out for the coming fiscal year the planning priorities of the CMPO and direct where staff resources
should be focused. The UPWP helps assure that planning resources are allocated according to regional
needs as identified by the ten participating Cities, Cache County, the Cache Valley Transit District (CVTD) in
addition to the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT), Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), Federal
Transit Administration (FTA) and the Utah Division of Air Quality (UDAQ).

Every metropolitan area with a population of more than 50,000 persons must have a designated Metropolitan
Planning Organization for transportation to qualify for federal highway or transit assistance. The Cache
Metropolitan Planning Organization is the MPO for the Logan Urbanized area covering Smithfield, Hyde Park,
North Logan, Logan, River Heights, Providence, Millville, Nibley, Wellsville, Hyrum and portions of Cache
County. MPO membership is made up of locally elected officials of the cities in Cache County within the
urbanized area. Other appointed officials include the Manager of the CVTD and a representative from the
UDOT.

The United States Department of Transportation (USDOT) relies on the MPO'’s to ensure that highway,
bicycle/pedestrian and transit projects using federal funds are products of a credible planning process and
meet local priorities. USDOT will not approve federal funding for urban highway and transit projects unless
they are on the MPO's program. Thus, the MPO's role is to develop and maintain the necessary transportation
plan for the area to assure that federal funds support these locally developed plans.

The Logan Urbanized Area (LUA) is shown in Figure 1. The urbanized area extends from north of Smithfield
approximately 16 miles to Wellsville on the south and from the national forest boundaries on the east
approximately seven miles to the west side of Logan. The CMPO boundary encompasses an area of
approximately 115 square miles. The current population of the LUA is approximately 90,000.

Each fiscal year (July 1 to June 30), the CMPO prepares a Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP), which
guides the CMPO and summarizes transportation planning activities and priorities. The UPWP also serves
as a management tool, a program budget and includes anticipated financial

resources and expenditure information for the fiscal year.
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Transportation planning activities include all major modes involved in moving people and goods within and
through the planning region. Mobility is of prime importance to maintaining high quality of life and economic
well being of Cache County. The overall goal of transportation planning is to develop a system of
transportation programs, facilities and equipment that will fulfill the economic, social, political and
environmental expectations of the communities within the region.

Transportation planning is a multi-jurisdictional process that is both regional and local in its nature and
necessity. The Cache Metropolitan Planning Organization is a federally-designated agency charged with
preparing a Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) for the Cache urbanized area to the year 2030 (Under
federal code 23CFR Part 450).

The Executive Council of the Cache Metropolitan Planning Organization is the governing and final
decision-making body for the organization. Itis comprised of the Mayors of each city in the Logan
Urbanized Area, the Cache County Executive, the Director of the Logan Transit District, a representative
of the Utah Transportation Commission and a designated member of the Logan City Council.

The CMPO Technical Advisory Committee (CTAC) is responsible for advising the Executive Council on
all urban transportation planning matters and to help guide the metropolitan transportation planning
process. Additionally, this committee advises on issues of a technical nature and provides
recommendations on CMPO policy issues. The CTAC is comprised of engineers, planners, technicians,
city/county full-time staff, staff of state and federal transportation agencies and local elected/appointed
officials. Because the committee is advisory in nature and serves as a forum for the discussion of
transportation related technical issues, stringent membership and attendance rules are not in force. Local
government units may appoint members to fit their needs and members can attend when issues of
interest are discussed.

The Transportation Planner conducts all administrative
functions of the organization, assists the urbanized area communities with transportation related planning,
manages the on-going metropolitan transportation planning process, represents the region on numerous
state boards, and organizes the activities of the two standing committees.

Projects will be selected through an informal needs identification

process under the direction of CTAC for highway and transit

system improvements by submitting project concept forms describing the
location, type of improvement, and extent of work, etc.

The sponsoring agency will prepare cost estimates based on the

project concept reports. The cost estimate details the amount of

matching funds required by the project sponsor(s). For those communities
without the expertise to complete the cost estimates, UDOT has indicated that
they are willing to provide assistance.

Each sponsor is invited to make a presentation to CTAC and the public on their
proposed project.

All
project documentation and criteria for evaluating projects are made available
to the Executive Council to facilitate their decision-making. Once the TIP is
advertised for public comment, the public comments will be incorporated into
the final document before it is submitted to the state.

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UDOT's Planning Area supports the MPO’s in implementing their Unified Planning Work Programs. The
Planning Area’s overall manpower goal is to dedicate 5% manpower time to direct MPO coordination.

Other focus areas of man power budgets servicing MPO needs include: Long Range Planning, Traffic
Modeling, Air Quality Conformity, Corridor Planning and Community Transportation Planning. The Planning
Area estimates approximately 30% of total manpower allocations is for servicing MPO needs.
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The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) was
signed into public law in August 2005 and specifies a number of factors that should be considered by states
and MPOs in their planning processes. This UPWP specifies the work tasks to accomplish the transportation
planning process and is developed to comply with the eight broad-based requirements identified in
SAFETEA-LU.
